Everyone should be aware that the Postal Service rate changes are limited to the 
CPI . Over the years the formula has changed for computing the country’s CPI  

to where both food and fuel are NOT part of the calculation. This makes the ne-
cessity for cost cutting paramount for Postal survival  In the examples below the 
move to closing and consolidation seems to be the field SOP for the future. Note 

the comment from the Guam official stating a “ nation wide policy”

On Fr iday July 18th , this sign greeted customers that visited this Flor ida Post  
Office for the last time; " Astronaut Trail Post Office will be closing July 18,"   
" Thank you for your business. We will look forward to serving you at other Titus-
ville locations."  
 
The letter size piece of paper announcing this news was the only notice left after 
the shutter ing of the post office Fr iday. 
 
Over  80 years of serving downtown and nor th Titusville customers, the post office 
was closed by the U.S. Postal Service as par t of a nationwide consolidation of 
smaller postal facilities. 
 
" I 've had the box 40 years,"   said one customer. " That's the only box my kids 
know."  
 
She had shared the box with her family, even retaining it as she moved to South 
Carolina and Texas. On Fr iday, she asked if she could keep the faceplate on the 
box as a memento. Her request was refused so she settled for the key.  
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Many of the office's 300 customers, moved their post office boxes nor th to Mims, 
causing them to travel a few more miles to collect their mail. 
 
While Fr iday was the Astronaut Trail  post office's last official day of operation, mail 
still was coming in for delivery. Therefore Postal Service plans to leave the doorsopen 
but unmanned to the postal box area dur ing the weekend, so that customer 's would 
have one last opportunity to pick up their mail. 
 
The post office's closing is a sad day for longtime customers, who question why the 
Postal Service would close an office with such histor ic significance. 
 
In other par ts of the wor ld the US terr itory of Guam served by the Postal Service 
was seeing another form of adjustment. Hoping to gain some information from the 
USPS on its decision to install NCDBUs in villages around the island in lieu of home 
delivery, the Mayor 's Council met with U.S. Postal Service Customer Service Man-
ager, Kevin Brunton, today.  
 
Brunton said the decision for the boxes is par t of a nationwide standardization  
process and the Postal Service is now assessing Guam's mail delivery village by vil-
lage to ensure mistakes made in the last decade no longer continue. 
 
" Some of the things that we are doing is a disaster waiting to happen, some of the 
things are border line, but we had to come up with a guideline,"  Brunton said. The 
Postal Service could not say how long it will take to make the full transition from 
home delivery to cluster boxes.
