Dear Congressman or Senator xxxx.

I understand that there are bills in Congress, such as S 3831, which have been introduced that target closing small post offices.  This is a fundamental mistake and would hurt my rural community.

The 10,000 smallest post offices cost the Postal Service less than seven tenths of one percent of its budget to operate. It is shortsighted and an outright false assumption that the only value of a Post Office is measured by its sale of stamps. 

Small towns also have the highest concentration of elderly, retired and low-income people. Rural post offices fulfill a need for this segment of the population that goes far above the postal services. Rural post officers serve as the community hubs for residents and act as a source of information that reaches beyond just stamp sales.
