Update on the Redundant Report Committee progress.

Two days ago, we sent out and posted news on the Redundant Report Committee progress.  In that report we stated that the process will be in place by April 1.  We have received word from Dean Granholm, VP of Delivery and Post Office Operations that, because of the need to change a wide variety of computer applications and to properly communicate the changes, the target date for implementation is June 1.  This is no small undertaking.  I must say, however, that the process has already begun!  Some districts are reacting very quickly to the new requirements and are already weeding out most reports and logs.  This does not take away a Postmaster’s responsibility to make sure that the tasks covered by the reports and logs are completed on time.  Again, many thanks to DPMG Pat Donahoe, Dean Granholm and his staff, and the LEAGUE and NAPUS Postmasters who have worked hard in getting this long overdue process in place.
